English-language titles may be submitted as long as they are
available to the general public. (i.e., retail outlets, catalog,
Amazon or publisher website) Non-English language books
may be submitted to the "Foreign Language Title"

category.

Self-published and small press titles are permitted as long as
they meet these guidelines.

Books may be submitted by the publisher, author,
illustrator, publicist, or anyone else working with the title.
The entry fee is $90 per category.

All items submitted for review must be of a family-friendly
nature, and suitable for general audiences. The Gelett
Burgess Center reserves the right to refuse any entry.

Books must have a copyright date of 2015, 2016 or 2017
to be entered.

Book submission deadline is October 20th, 2017. - All
entries must be paid and postmarked on or before this date.
